We have completed another year without a Safety incident. In a club where we
have a wide range of weapons from a Gatling Gun to a fishing rod, it is indeed a
matter of pride.

Our club continues to seek new ways to continue this record. This year we  added
overhead baffles to the 100 yard range and will continue to rebuild the other ranges
with baffl es. This complies wit mmeanihgatissaf ety
difficult to mis fire a weapon and have the projectile leave the property since  no sky
is visible. This project was costly and a lot of work, but if it preven  ts one incident it
was worth it

Later in the year we also changed the range rules for rifle and pistol to include a
chamber flag or empty chambleagd nids cian®er toed uisi
chamber before going down range, so that all participants on the range know that
the firearms on the bench are safe. Shooting benches are being standardized with a
design by Dave Hutchins, with the goal to replace all benches on the ranges.

We instituted a policy of using only NRA instructors for both our programs and
member instruction. It is planned to have at least eight training courses held at the
club during the next year. The NRA courses have the latest information on
traini ng, with the emphasis on Safety.

Next year 6s pr oNudicpurposesrangedo be usedlfodjuner sports,
air rifle and training. This will be built to the latest safety standards and will
relieve some of the use conflicts on the other ranges during the fall season. A
committee headed by Derek Strine will make a recommendation to the membership
at the December meeting .

Our IT committee has continued to upgrade our web site, to where it is the equal
of any clubs. The use of electronic mail for the newsletter is a huge saving in work
and postage every year. Extra copies are still available in the clubhouse. Take a
few minutes and read about the accomplishments and the work done by our fellow
club members.

Proposed Multi -Use Range Facility

At the October general meeting, the club formed a Feasibility Committee,
consisting of myself, Charlie Sutton, Dave Hutchins, Gordon Hendry, Mark
Garfinkel and Lt. Ham, to investigate the constructing of additional special purpose
ranges at the club. These will include Youth Air -Gun, NRA Youth (.22 rim fire) and
Law Enforcement. Upon completion, these additional ranges would
reduce/eliminate scheduling conflicts with our g  eneral membership, on Wednesday s
and on weekends, especially leading up to deer season. Funding wo uld come from
the general fund, and we would also seek cost sharing from the NRA Range Fund,
and Law Enforcement Departments. When approved the construction would be in
phases as funds allow, with a start date of January 2011. These ranges would be
built with baffles and berms for the highest safety standard and be handicap
accessible (ADA). The Committee will also suggest a reservation and restricted use
protocol to keep these ranges from conflicting with local ordinances and general
membership activiti es. We plan on having a draft proposal at the December meeting
for member review.

Frequently we hear "I'm not good enough to go to Camp Perry".  Wrong - We shoot
in our classification. If you are unclassified, we recommend that you shoot at least 2
outdoor 2700 matches in the spring. There ar e many choices in our area. If you
have young shooters, Camp Perry is a great place to introduce them to the world of
Conventional Pistol Shooting. There is formal and lots of informal training that goes
on. It will make anyone a better shooter. If you ne ed any gear, bring $$$ or your
credit cards for vendors row and the CMP warehouse. I've included an outline of
the pistol week. Rifle matches follow the Pistol matches in July and August.

Do not place targets on the 6X6 upright posts or the overhead baffles on the
100yd range nor is anyone to place targets on/over the 4X4 upright posts or 2X4
cross rails on any range target backers. Every shot that impacts these items
removes material from them causing an early failure. Anyone caught shooting at
these items will be brough t in front of the Executive Committee to answer for their
actions & may result in not only having to pay for the damage but may also r esult
in permanent expulsion from the Association. Targets are only to be placed on the
plywood surface of the backers.

Governor Chris Christie (R -NJ) has commuted the prison sentence of 27 -year-old CEO Brian Aitken from 7

years to time served for the "cr i enkd ofoadgdrcaspcchandgunsinthians por
car trunk while moving to a new home.

Brian Aitkends story has recently made national news. He

Colorado , and was in the process of moving from one residence in New Jersey to another, with handguns he had
legally purchased in Colorado , when he w as stopped and his car searched by police. The handguns were
unloaded and contained in a locked box inside a duffel bag in the trunk, in compliance with New Jersey law.
Aitken was nevertheless arrested and prosecuted under New Jersey gun laws, for "unlawf ul possessiono

handguns. | n New Jersey , it is generally illegal to possess a he

a handful of narrow exceptions to the requirement, and one of them explicitly allows transportation of an
unloadedandcased firearm "between one place of business or
Aitken refused to accept a plea bargain because he believed he had done nothing wrong and would be vindicated
by the jury, but inexplicably, the judge repeatedly refusedt o allow the jury to consider the exceptions or the
evidence that Aitken was moving after repeated requests by counsel and the jury itself & a fundamental denial
of due process.
Lacking that information, the jury had no choice but to convict Aitken and hi S 7-year prison sentence was
presumptively imposed under a law rushed through by former Governor Corzine in 2008 despite repeated
warnings by ANJRPC and NRA that severe unintended consequences like those in the Aitken case would
result.
Fittingly, the ju dge in this case was not reappointed to the bench by Governor Christie for other reasons da
determination made prior to the Aitken conviction.
